Klondike Sled Race Rules and Regulations
· Sled must be 4’-7’ in length (based upon runner length)
· Sled must be 18”-36” wide, including handle bars.
· Authorized Sled construction materials are wood, metal, rope, and one pair of skis between 122cm and 213cm in length. No PVC.
· Due to the safety of all, sleds made of PVC pipe will not be allowed, due to breakage and splintering when cold.
· Sled should have only 1 pair of skis or rails (not snowboards) as runners.
· The sled must be able to carry at least 1 Scout, who may be required to ride in the sled during the race.
· Sled to be designed to carry patrol gear.
· Patrol equipment will not be carried on the sled during the race. 
· The Scouts BSA must pull/push the sled.
